In case the applicant and parents change their Korean nationalities to other country, they must obtain 

foreign nationalities before entering high school. 

* Korean citizens, including who hold dual citizenship, are NOT eligible to apply  

* In the case where an applicant is one-parent family (mother or father) the applicant’s nationality eligibility 

is determined by the nationality of the one-parent.as one-parent family or unmarried mother or father,  

* Please submit additional official documents if applicant's family relationship needs to be confirmed
